MESSAGE FROM MAYOR RICK CROSS:

We seem to be moving briskly through 2021, and are fast
approaching the mid-point of the year. As spring proceeds
and we look forward to summer, I want to share a few things
of interest for our community, and I’ll start with some exciting
news that affects each of us.

Masks, Social Distancing, and Gathering Limits - As you
are likely aware, yesterday the CDC updated their COVID-19
guidance by relaxing mask wearing and social distancing
guidelines for all who are fully vaccinated. 

As a result of this guidance, effective immediately Governor
Cooper has lifted all mandatory capacity and gathering limits,
social-distancing requirements, and most mandatory mask
requirements. That means in most settings, indoors or
outdoors, the state of NC will no longer require you to wear a
mask or be socially distant. There are some exceptions (e.g.
hospitals, medical offices, schools, daycare, public
transportation).

COVID-19 Vaccinations - A few weeks ago, due to the
declining numbers of attendees, Davie County Health
Department phased out the weekly COVID-19 mass
vaccination clinics at the Davie Community Park. Now, for
those who want to receive a vaccination, there are a number
of options.
